The SPEAKER: Good afternoon, hon member Joseph. [Applause.] 
[Interjections.]  
 
Hon member Dugmore, if you will just allow me, I would like to call the House to 
order please. Hon member Joseph, welcome, you indeed got a rousing 
welcome, so it is good, nice to see you again! 
 

BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE 
 

(Announcement) 
 

 Late Winifred Madikizela-Mandela 
 
The announcement I wish to read is that it is with great sadness that we mourn 
the passing of Ms Winnie Madikizela-Mandela on 2 April 2018. I will afford a 
spokesperson or spokespersons of parties an opportunity to address the House 
for five minutes each. I recognise firstly the ANC.  
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Mr P UYS: Madam Speaker, just a point of order first, please?  
 
The SPEAKER: Yes Chief Whip Uys. 
 
Mr P UYS: Madam Speaker, I would like to ask, can the Speaker inform this 
House why she refused to allow an urgent debate ahead of the special official 
funeral on Saturday on the legacy of Winnie Madikizela-Mandela. Please, 
Madam Speaker.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Yes, you are trying to score some points there. ÀSy was 
uitgevang. [She was caught out.] 
 
The SPEAKER: Hon member Dyantyi, we are indeed talking about a serious 
matter so I would expect that you would afford this House the respect it 
deserves. [Interjection.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Which you do not take serious.  
 
The SPEAKER: It is a valid question, but I do believe it was discussed in 
Programming. [Interjections.] You will get an answer hon member Gillion. So I 
am going to give you my reasoning and I must apologise, I was at a National 
Speakersô Forum on Thursday and Friday, hence my not being able to respond 
to your correspondence sooner.  
 
On 5 April 2018 my office received a request from the hon Leader of the Official 
Opposition for a debate in terms of Rule 140 of the Standing Rules, being a 
matter of urgent public importance on the following topic: ñThe positive legacy of 
a national hero, Winifred Nomzamo Madikizela-Mandela.ò 
 
When considering a request in terms of Rule 140 there are well-established 
criteria I have to follow before making a decision on the matter and I wish to 
highlight two requirements that such a request must comply with, namely the 
request must deal with a matter for which the Provincial Government can be 
held responsible and secondly the request will not be granted if the matter 
cannot be dealt with by some other means in the near future. So clearly the 
topic of the debate requested does not fall within the purview of Rule 140.  
 
The hon member Magaxa was duly informed of that in a letter sent to him on 9 
April 2018. Furthermore, hon member Magaxa was advised to raise the matter 
at the Programming Authority meeting through his Chief Whip since there were 
various other avenues available in terms of the Rules, example, proposing a 
motion of condolence for a subject for discussion to have the matter debated.  
 
I was informed that the matter was discussed at the Programming Authority 
meeting on 10 April 2018 and it was there decided that all political parties would 
get an opportunity to speak on the matter at the sitting of the House on 12 April 
2018. [Interjections.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: Misinformed. [Interjections.]  
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The SPEAKER: To suggest that I as the Speaker used my powers to curtail or 
prohibit debate on the above matter is extremely disingenuous and quite frankly 
in poor taste. As the Speaker I will continue to apply the Rules of the House as 
approved by all members fairly and consistently. [Interjections.]  
 
On that ruling I also wish... [Interjections.] Hon members, when you joined this 
term in 2014, members were made aware of fact sheets. There is a Fact Sheet 
number 13 which tells you what constitutes a matter of public or urgent 
importance. It says:  
 

ñThe sub judice rule applies. The request must deal with a matter for which 
the Provincial Government can be held responsible. The request will not 
be granted if the matter can be dealt with by some other means in the near 
future.ò  

 
Ms S W DAVIDS: The Western Cape is the only province that did nothing. 
 
The SPEAKER: So hon members, all these fact sheets are on the website. 
Familiarise yourselves with the Rules which apply to all of us. [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: We are not here for a lecture, Speaker... [Interjection.]   
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Do not lecture us.  
 
The SPEAKER: So I am not. Sadly I am not giving you a lecture. I was asked to 
give my reasons... [Interjections.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: There is no sympathy... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: There is no sympathy from them. 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: There is no sympathy.  
 
The SPEAKER: Well, hon members let me explain... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: You show no kindness. 
 
The SPEAKER: ...that on Friday as part of the Speakers Forum I wore my dress 
and a doek in solidarity with my colleagues. [Interjections.] So to even suggest... 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Everyone wore that. 
 
The SPEAKER: ...to even suggest that there is no sympathy... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes. 
 
The SPEAKER: ...leaves a lot to be desired. [Interjections.] 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Where is your action? A dress is your action?  
 
The SPEAKER: So we will now... [Interjection.]  
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Mr M G E WILEY: Madam Speaker. 
 
The SPEAKER: Yes, Chief Whip Wiley. 
 
An HON MEMBER: Do not tell us about the dress.  
 
Mr M G E WILEY: Madam Speaker, at the Programming Authority we did agree 
that we would begin the sitting with a moment of silence.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Allow that.  
 
The SPEAKER: Correct. [Interjections.]  
 
Mr M G E WILEY: And I think it would be appropriate if we did start this sitting... 
[Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: You did not want to today [Inaudible.]  
 
Mr M G E WILEY: Could we please just start the sitting in a dignified way and a 
moment of silence.  
 
The SPEAKER: Alright, Chief Whip, I work with the feedback from the 
Programming Authority and how the Order Paper is drawn. At this point there 
was an opportunity for each party to do five minutes of condolence, at which 
point I would then request members to rise and observe a moment of silence. If 
you would appreciate us doing that upfront, I am more than willing that we rise 
now to observe the moment of silence and then continue with the debate.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: You are such hypocrites.  
 
The SPEAKER: Are we in agreement? [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: Yes.  
 
An HON MEMBER: Relax man, sit down! Sit down!  
 
The SPEAKER: Hon member Uys? [Interjections.]  
 
Mr P UYS: Can I address you, Madam Speaker?  
 
The SPEAKER: Yes you may.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: There is a member on the floor, people must sit down!  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Can you sit down.  
 
The SPEAKER: Members, the hon member Uys wishes to make a point. 
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Ja, sit down, sit down.  
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The SPEAKER: I appreciate your standing. Kindly take your seats. 
[Interjections.]  
 

Mr P UYS: Thank you Madam Speaker. [Interjections.]  
 
The SPEAKER: Hon member Dyantyi, manage yourself, please, man.  
 

Mr P UYS: As you know it was not for the Programming Authority to decide on 
the debate because you declined the debate already and once the Speaker 
declined the debate of course the debate cannot continue, but Madam Speaker, 
you gave us some technical points here that I do not want to argue now and I 
do not think it is appropriate, but just having heard of the passing on of Ma 
Winnie, was it not then your responsibility last week already to say: ñBut House, 
let us call a debate...ò Now we find all technical reasons that I do not even agree 
with to not have a debate. Why should we not hold hands and say, you know, 
we need a debate and it is good for this House and it is good for the Western 
Cape.ò 
 

The SPEAKER: Hon member Uys, I think for you to question what it is I need to 
do or not to do is neither here nor there. I could simply ask when uTata Mandela 
died what did we do at that stage and what did the ANC do at that stage. So let 
us... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr P UYS: If I can ask you Madam Speaker? 
 

The SPEAKER: Alright. 
 

Mr P UYS: We used Section 140. We asked for a debate and the debate was 
granted.  
 
An HON MEMBER: Ja.  
 

The SPEAKER: Okay so... [Interjection.]  
 

Mr P UYS: I was here. I was in this House.  
 

The SPEAKER: Well I certainly was not and I have followed the Rules to the 
letter so I am asking that we proceed in terms of the Programme as agreed on 
Tuesday by all parties. I am told everyone agreed to a five minute speech that 
they would present and I am now putting it to the floor, do you wish to observe 
the moment of silence upfront or after the debate? [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: No-no, we will stand up.  
 

Mr C M DUGMORE: Sorry Madam Speaker.  
 
The SPEAKER: Yes hon member Dugmore. 
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: Madam Speaker, could I address you?  
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In the reasons you have just provided to the House, you for instance although 
that particular note is also subject to interpretation, you indicate if it is within the 
power now of the Provincial Government, now surely the expression of 
condolences and sympathy is definitely within the power of a Provincial 
Government to, and effectively your refusal of the debate indicates that you held 
the particular perspective that the Provincial Government should not show 
sympathy ... [Interjection.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: Ah come-on, no! [Interjection.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Like the DA always do ... [Interjections.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: ...so actually what I want to ask you, would you not say 
that it is within the power of the Provincial Government to express its 
condolences, is that not part of what the Provincial Government is able to do?  
 
The SPEAKER: Hon member Dugmore, I have given a ruling. It think it is 
disingenuous to now try and debate whether we are sympathetic or not, 
because I would like to remind the members that there is a book of condolence 
in honour of the late Ms Winnie Mandela downstairs. [Interjections.] So may we 
now proceed? We either stand and we have a moment of silence or the ANC 
utilises its five minutes to make a speech. Which would you prefer, Chief Whip 
Uys?  
 
Mr P UYS: The ANC would like to proceed and take five minutes.  
 

EULOGIES BY MEMBERS IN HONOUR OF  
THE LATE MS MADIKIZELA-MANDELA 

  
Mr K E MAGAXA (ANC): Thank you Madam Speaker. uMamô Winnie 
Madikizela-Mandela was more than a princess. She was the dignified mother of 
the nation. She was the queen of hearts to millions of people across the globe. 
uMamô Winnie was not just a strong woman. She was a role model for hope. 
She was one of the greatest women that this country ever had. uMamô Winnie 
was not a talking woman. She was not a ceremonial wife. She was a leader of 
the struggle. uMamô Winnie could not be broken in Soweto. She could not be 
tied up in Brandfort, where she was banished. No apartheid jail, no punishment 
could weaken her spirit. Her spirit of no surrender, her spirit for the liberation of 
our people, uMamô Winnie became stronger the more she was oppressed. She 
did not run away when challenged. She sent back every blow. uMamô Winnie 
was just not a granny, mother or sister, she was everybodyôs guide in support; 
she was the rock which did not break when struck. She showed the way to free 
our people and bring justice to all. uMamô Winnie Madikizela-Mandela was not 
just a pioneering professional that shaped social work for Africans. She was not 
just a stateswoman. She was the light in a very dark period of our history.  
 
Her legacy is so big it cannot be contained. She did not just belong to Bizana, 
where she was born or where she stayed when she was still young. She even 
belonged to the Western Cape where she frequented as her husband Nelson 
Mandela was imprisoned here for being black and a freedom fighter and 
standing up for his people. uMamô Winnie lived when the whole South Africa 
was a big prison where black people were treated like slaves.  
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She fought that cruel discriminatory system and won. She lived to see the 
growth of a new nation and a country after liberation. uMamô Winnie was not 
just a fashion guide, she was not just a leader for others to follow. She has in 
fact set her own pace. She was not the President of the country, yet she guided 
the whole country. She was not a goddess. She was a practical woman who 
through example showed all how to deal with evil and unfair treatment. She was 
more than a liberator. She overcame the pain inflicted upon her and she 
conquered the hearts of many ordinary people. She never sold out the pride of 
that royal Madikizela name to any racist party. Therefore many people across 
this nation and beyond our borders chant ñlong live the spirit of Winnie 
Mandelaò, and today I add my voice and that of my comrades to say, ñLong live 
the spirit of Winnie Mandela. Long live!ò 
 
We do not need a map or a GPS to know uMamô Winnie led upon the high road 
towards building a winning nation free of discrimination with equity for all and 
our country a home for all. No more will a South African be treated as a stranger 
in our own country. No more will we endeavour the hatred of another ethnic 
group. No more will we be regarded as orphans as we have one mother, who is 
Winnie Madikizela-Mandela. We salute her!  
 
Thank you. [Applause.]  
 
The SPEAKER: Thank you hon member Magaxa. I now see the EFF. Are you 
willing to speak on this matter, hon member Joseph?  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: Fighters are always ready.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH (EFF): I do not wish to make a speech in this regard. I think 
what had happened yesterday at the National Memorial Service of Winnie is for 
all and sundry to see and to hear and there is nothing else that I can add to that. 
I thank you.  
 
The SPEAKER: Thank you hon member Joseph. In the absence of the ACDP, I 
now see the DA.  
 
The MINISTER OF HEALTH (DA): Thank you, Madam Speaker.  
 
Members of the House and guests in the gallery, the DA caucus in the Western 
Cape and also the DA immense network nationally, the Womenôs Movement, 
inclusive of mothers, daughters, grandmothers, sisters, Àoomazala, oomakoti, 
amanina ngokubanzi [mothers-in-law, daughters-in-law, mothers as a whole] 
Àsend our deepest condolences to the Madikizela-Mandela family on their loss. 
This is indeed a sad time not only for the family but for the entire nation.  
 
ÀUkwenjenje oku kukugxwala emswaneni sisithi ngxe kumzi wooNgutyana, 
ooMsengeseshe, ooMakhalendlovu, ooNqwanda, ooPhapha. Singabalibelanga 
ooRhadebe, ooNdlebentle Zombini, kulo nina apho khona uMamô uWinnie 
azalwa khona. Ngokwenene uwile umthi omkhulu. 
 
[Translation of isiXhosa paragraph follows.] 
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[We would like to send our condolences to the Ngutyana, Msengeshe, 
Makhalendlovu, Nqwanda, Phapha clan name family. We also do not forget 
Rhadebe, Ndlebentle Zombini, Mamô uWinnieôs motherôs clan name. Indeed, a 
great figure has fallen.] 
 
ÀNo-one disputes that uMamô was a big dreamer, just as no-one can dispute 
that she was a complex figure, but remember uMamô uWinnie was 
uMamô uWinnie. She was not anyoneôs social construct. As Alice Walker would 
say, I quote:    

 
ñThe animals of the world exist for their own reasons. They were not made 
for humans any more than black people were made for white or women 
created for men.ò  

 
uMamô uWinnie was not created to perform for anyone. The complexity of 
uMamô uWinnie, if you wanted to make a major subject for discussion then one 
must start from the beginning. Lest we forget Nomzamo, I want to use her 
name, the tomboy girl who destabilised the social status quo where she grew up 
trapping animals, practicing stick fighting with the boys in the rural village of 
Bizana; lest we forget Nomzamo, the girl child, who lost her sister, then followed 
by her mother, who recently gave birth to a son that Nomzamo as a girl-child 
had to raise the new-born brother herself. Lest we forget Nomzamo, the 26-
year-old wife was left raising two babies on her own when her husband was 
incarcerated by the apartheid regime. This is the same uMamô uWinnie who 
was in and out of prison, physically and emotionally brutally tortured and 
banished to a rural town in solitary confinement for fighting my freedom. 
 
Madam Speaker, this is uMamô uWinnie, the human being that I want us to 
remember. In the face of adversity uMamô Ngutyana, her clan name, stood tall, 
and was a fearless fighter for the rights she believed in and she stood firm in 
her conviction that apartheid could be brought down. She spoke her mind. 
ÀUyamthanda, awumthandi ï yindaba yakho leyo. [Whether you like her or not, 
that is your problem.] 
 
She is regarded a hero for struggle and a revolutionary leader in her own right. 
Her role to freedom was never easy. The authorities could not silence her. She 
continued to fight, to free uMadiba, the fight which ultimately brought about the 
freedom we all enjoy today. Many bear witness to life before freedom and we 
are here because of the freedom fighters ï ÀabanjengooMamô uWinnie. [those 
like mamô uWinnie.] 
 
Let us remember a resilient and remarkable woman who stopped at nothing for 
the democracy we have in South Africa. She was far from just a silent bystander 
wife. In the words of one of the chiefs in Bizana, I quote:  
 
 ñShe was a rose who has been plucked from our garden of heroes.ò  
 
Let us remember her through her legacy. She was a powerful woman who was 
a warrior. She remained a pillar of her community and a champion for the poor. 
South Africa is indebted to her for the decades of sacrifices she made on the 
frontline of the opposition struggle while others were imprisoned on exile.  
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Let us continue to fight the rights of the people of South Africa. Let us continue 
to prioritise service delivery to those who most need it. Let us honour the legacy 
of uMamô uWinnie in our fight for simple justice, equal opportunities and human 
rights. Let us not leave anyone behind.  
 
uMamô uWinnie, your name will go down in history as one of the greatest 
women of this nation as the example you set will never be forgotten. They 
expected you to leave a perfect life. Yet you were living in an imperfect country. 
ÀUmzamô omhle uwufezile. [You have fought the good fight.] 
 
Mzantsi Africa, we miss her but let it go. Women of South Africa, you are on 
your own. ÀUmkile uMamô uWinnie. [Mamô uWinnie is gone.] 
 
Thank you. [Applause.]  
 
The SPEAKER: Thank you hon members for your contribution. I would now like 
to request that all members rise to observe a moment of silence in honour of the 
late Ms Winnie Madikizela-Mandela. 
 
[Moment of silence observed.] 
 
The SPEAKER: Thank you. You may be seated. May I also take the opportunity 
again to remind members that the Book of Condolence in honour of the late 
Ms Winnie Madikizela-Mandela is available in the reception area on the ground 
floor of 7 Wale Street. You are invited to record your messages of condolences 
in the book.  
 
STATEMENTS BY MEMBERS 
 
Mr M G E WILEY (DA): Thank you, Madam Speaker. Last year the A Cluster 
Committees visited Bavaria, a state in Germany, which this province is twinned 
with. Whilst there the Committee members visited the site of Dachau 
concentration camp. This camp was part of a complex of hundreds of such 
camps established by the Nazis in 1935 to 1945 to enslave, brutalise and 
ultimately murder six million men, women and children on an industrial scale. 
Their only sin? That they were not politically acceptable to the ideology of the 
Nazi regime was their only sin.  
 
Political affiliation, race, religion, culture, physical infirmity or sexual persuasion 
was contrary to the Nazis and was sufficient cause to be rounded up in any 
country under Nazi domination, and sent by cattle cars to these camps.  
 
Those who were not immediately selected for death in the gas chambers were 
brutally enslaved in the most horrendous conditions to work in labour battalions, 
munition factories or subjected to horrific so-called medical experiments. 
Thousands died as a result.  
 
At the same time the B Cluster was visiting Rwanda, an African country which 
also, more recently, was subjected to politically inspired genocide. They too 
visited one of the memorials in the capital. In Rwanda in the 1980s, the 
genocide was brutally brief and more direct.  
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If you were a Tutsi tribe member you were hacked to death, burnt alive or 
otherwise killed in a horrific way. Today as we sit here, there are state-
sponsored and systematic attempts to kill many thousands of ordinary citizens 
in Syria and Myanmar to name a few. The question for us in South Africa is, can 
this happen here? 
 
According to the Genocide Watch Scale, which monitors the 8 stages required 
to declare a genocide, we are already at stage 4. This means that classification, 
symbolism, dehumanisation, an organisation are already a fact. When one sees 
the almost daily stigmatisation of certain people, the de-legitimisation of this and 
any other DA-led Government together with the constant threat of retribution for 
perceived, past injustices é 
 
The SPEAKER: Kindly finish up, Chief Whip. 
 
Mr M G E WILEY: é one can start ask legitimate questions about motive and 
driving forces. 
 
The SPEAKER: Thank you. I see the ANC. The hon member Magaxa. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA (ANC): Thank you, Madam Speaker. We do not sing empty 
praises when we pay tribute to Mama Winnie Madikizela-Mandela. Indeed, a 
formidable woman. Her vast legacy lives on as a movement leader and a fighter 
for the rights of all women in our country. 
 
Since her birth, more than 81 years ago in Bizana, she was taught to be 
independent and self-assertive. During her life she continuously raised issues of 
gender and equality. Though she did not come from a very poor background, 
she embodied the hopes and the dreams of the poor, vulnerable and oppressed 
people. 
 
She fought the brutal apartheid system and hated pass books for African 
women. She spent time in jail for defying and protesting these pass laws. She 
was eventually elected for two terms as the President of the ANC Womenôs 
League as she led women from the front.  
 
She was continuously harassed and cruelly treated, even separated from her 
own children as her husband was jailed for 27 years. She diligently worked and 
built resistance to the unjust apartheid system. 
 
She strengthened the ANC internally in the country and recruited young people 
to join uMkhonto weSizwe. Her humility and spirit will live on. Apartheid could 
not contain or restrain her. She will remain the mother of our nation. ÀHalala! 
Winnie Mandela, Halala!  
 
HON MEMBERS: Halala! 
 
Ms L J BOTHA (DA): Madam Speaker, today I rise with a deep concern that the 
South African Social Security Agency or SASSA, as they are more commonly 
known, is no longer securing the poor, but rather defrauding the most 
vulnerable in our society. 
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[The Temporary Chairperson takes the Chair.] 
 
Recently, SASSA announced in Parliamentôs portfolio committee that grant 
beneficiaries would as of 1 April 2018 be responsible for the R10 bank fee on 
their accounts at Grindrod Bank while SASSA is transferring beneficiariesô 
accounts from Grindrod Bank to the Post Bank. 
 
This is extremely alarming and unacceptable as SASSA, who ought to be the 
custodian of the poor and the most vulnerable in our society, is now exploiting 
them. Quite frankly, the fact that beneficiaries have not been informed of this 
new deduction contradicts SASSAôs values of transparency, integrity, equity 
and care. 
 
Chairperson, this is daylight robbery of the poor. It is vital that the poorest of the 
poor in our society do not continue to suffer from these unacceptable 
deductions, and that they are no longer manipulated or exploited. 
 
I would also like to commend Minister Fritz and his Department for condemning 
this action by SASSA. We will not let SASSA or anyone else continue to take 
advantage of the most vulnerable in our society. I therefore call on SASSA to 
ensure that beneficiaries are reimbursed when their contract with Grindrod Bank 
comes to an end. 
 
An HON MEMBER: Hear-hear! 
 
Mr M MNQASELA (DA): Thank you, Chairperson. The Democratic Alliance 
notes with great dismay the recent failed, orchestrated, and violent land-grabs 
in Hermanus and Kleinmond. The political opportunism, ethical deficit and 
immoral political leadership of the ANC/EFF alliance is dangerous for South 
Africa, and we therefore strongly condemn it. 
 
We need to unambiguously affirm that we will never accept that hooliganism 
and violence triumphs at the expense of the Overstrand community. 
[Interjection.] 
 
The TEMPORARY CHAIR: Order members, order please. 
 
Mr M MNQASELA: Our loss during these protests is unsurmountable. Latest 
estimates amount to a loss of billions of rands in sectors such as tourism é 
 
An HON MEMBER: It is your failure! 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: [Inaudible.] 
 
Mr M MNQASELA: é local industry and damage to public and private property 
which included among others a satellite police station, library and several 
vehicles that are much needed in that community. 
 
We must at all times seek peaceful means to resolve differences and 
encourage dialogue between Government and communities as the only 
measure to address service delivery concerns. [Interjection.] 
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I want to say to the people of Hermanus and Kleinmond, we must isolate those 
among us who seek to address community concerns using divisive rhetoric and 
violence. We must reject those who seek to divide us and work together to build 
trust and foster social cohesion in our communities. 
 
The Democratic Alliance will never allow political expediency to determine the 
agenda of any of our governments. Where we govern, we remain responsive 
and corruption-free. Municipal IQ ranked Overstrand among the top 5 of the 
best performing municipalities in South Africa. We deliver the best services to 
the people and ensure that we honour freedom for all, ensuring a fair 
distribution of budgets, thereby creating opportunities for all people in the 
Overstrand Municipality. Let us reject é [Interjection.] the ANC and EFF. [Time 
expired.] 
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI (ANC): The tariff increases proposed by the DA City of Cape 
Town, for the people of Cape Town, are nasty and out of step with reality. South 
Africa has an inflation rate of 5% and yet the City wants to impose a barrage of 
tariff increases and levies. They add a whopping extra 35% to the average 
monthly non-indigent municipal bill. 
 
These increases and levies are not just higher than the inflation rate, they are 
almost 7 times higher. The City increased the amount for rebates by 
R300 million to almost R3 billion. With these increases and levies, the City 
underlines that they are multiplying the number of dependents on Government 
rebates and social assistance. 
 
The increase for water is 55% for the 0-6 kilolitre bracket and there is also a 
proposed stepped levy based on the size of the municipal pipe. In January 
61 000 people objected to the drought charge and the DA City decided to scrap 
it. Now the DA City has found a new way to bring it back in the form of this new 
stepped levy. Has public participation become a mere ñtick boxò for the City of 
Cape Town? 
 
The proposed electricity tariff increase of 8,14% is higher than the 5,23% 
increase set down by NERSA in December 2017. Why is the DA City of Cape 
Town ignoring the NERSA guidelines? This 1 800-page DA budget is nasty and 
set out to line the City of Cape Townôs pockets for pet projects and has no 
regard for the effect and impact this will have on poor communities. 
[Interjection.] 
 
Progressive NGOôs have done very serious work. For example, so far 18 000 
people have objected to the drought budget; we have 55 000 people objecting 
to the proposed water tariff increase. [Interjection.] 
 
As I conclude, we have 43 000 people objecting to the drought water by-law.

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Mr T A SIMMERS (DA): Madam Speaker, the most notable environmental 
issues facing us today can be seen in the form of deforestation, reduced soil 
productivity, pollution and the depletion of fresh water reserves. If not 
addressed, these will end up hindering human and economic development 
across the country.  
 
The time of Africa merely being widely accepted as the continent that is 
vulnerable to environmental change and the least likely to adapt to climate 
change, may be true for the vast majority of regions in the continent however, 
this is not the case in the Western Cape. 
 
Madam Speaker, the DA in the Western Cape believes that all its efforts need 
to focus on transforming the nature and performance of its economy to 
simultaneously achieve sustained GDP growth, greater environmental resilience 
and much better inclusion reflected in lower rates of unemployment, poverty 
and inequality. 
 
While the DA-led Government continues to ensure that our province maintains 
the lowest level of unemployment in our country, we have done so without 
neglecting the importance our environment plays in ensuring that our economy 
remains on a sustainable growth trajectory.

LAND EXPROPRIATION WITHOUT COMPENSATION 
 

(Subject for Discussion) 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER (DA): Thank you, Mr Deputy Speaker. The most extensive 
findings available on land reform and restitution in South Africa are to be found 
in the report of the High Level Panel chaired by former President Motlanthe and 
I quote:  
 

"Experts advise that the need to pay compensation has not been the most 
serious constraint on land reform in South Africa to date. Other 
constraints, including increasing evidence of corruption by officials, the 
diversion of the land-reform budget to elites, the lack of political will, and 
lack of training and capacity have proved more serious stumbling blocks to 
land reform.ò 

 
Mere months after the panelôs findings the populists at the ANC Nasrec 
Congress Conference unanimously passed a resolution on expropriation of land 
without compensation.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Viva ANC, Viva!  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: The question must be asked: why did the ANC push for 
expropriation of land without compensation... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: We will tell you that.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: ...when the High Level reportôs findings clearly state that 
land reform failures have nothing to do with compensation and everything to do 
with the ANCôs own corruption and lack of political will at National Government.  
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ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Is dit? [Tussenwerpsels.]  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Is it? [Interjections.]] 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Mr Deputy Speaker, the reality is that at the time of tabling 
of this report the budget for land reform was at an all time low, less than 0.4% of 
the National Budget with less than 0.1% set aside for land redistribution.

This goal was later 
deferred to 2014, then to 2025. Perhaps the ANCôs Opposition here can tell us 
what is next - 2050? Many citizens have lodged land claims alleging historical 
injustices but the ANC Government does not even employ enough staff to 
process these claims. [Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: It is because of you that the land claims...  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Will the ANC Opposition explain this clear-cut 
incompetence to us today?

Under current national policy the state buys land and leases it to black farmers, 
with no option for a title deed up until after 50 years. Perhaps the ANC

Ms S W DAVIDS: No, you are speaking of... [Inaudible.] 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: ...why corruption is so pervasive in land reform. 
[Interjections.] 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: You benefited from the injustice. 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: We hope they will tell us why elite secure farms only to run 
them into the ground. [Interjections.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: You benefited from the injustice.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Tell us about the Gupta dairy farm. 
 
Ms M N GILLION: Tell us about District Six... [Interjections.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Tell us about the R97 million farm given to a Luthuli House 
employee without any due process... [Interjections.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Tell us about District Six. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order, order, hon, one second. Just before I see you, 
Chief Whip, I want to address the hon member Davids. I have already asked 
you to please contain yourself. You are giving a running commentary here and 
you are on the list very soon. Just await your turn. Hon Chief Whip. 
 
Mr M G E WILEY: Mr Deputy Speaker, I would want to underline the point that 
you have raised please and ask that you enforce the Rules of the House. 
[Interjections.]  
   
Ms S W DAVIDS: Sit down!  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Schäfer, you may continue.  
 
Ms B A SCH FER: Mr Deputy Speaker, the ANCôs dismal track record speaks 
for itself. Rural and urban land reform is one of the ANCôs biggest governance 
failures to date. The facts show that the DA is the only party that truly 
advances... [Interjection.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: In jou drome!  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: In your dreams!]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: ...equitable access to land through title deeds and 
ownership in line with Section 25 of the Constitution. [Interjections.]  
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Mr K E MAGAXA: ...criminal... 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: While ensuring adequate compensation and growing a 
healthy and thriving economy. All it takes is sound and effective governance 
and a clear decisive political will to correct the injustices in our countryôs past. 
[Interjections.] Mr Deputy Speaker, South Africa does not need land 
expropriation without compensation... [Interjections.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Is dit?  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Is it?]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: South Africa needs land expropriation without the ANC. I 
thank you. [Interjections.]  [Applause.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! The hon member Magaxa.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: We will educate you now. [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: Ja, tell them, tell them. [Interjections.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Gooi kole!  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Throw coals!]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA (ANC): Mr Deputy Speaker, I think we must acknowledge that 
the history of the South African struggle is the history against colonialism that 
subjected indigenous black African people who were the majority into slaves... 
[Interjection.]  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: Not black South Africans alone, 
other people too!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...and landless in their own country.  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: It was other people also. 
[Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Millions of black lives were lost in the struggle led by 
Bambatha... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...by Nxele, by Makana, by Langalibalele Dube... 
[Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Member, just one second, member, just one second. 
Hon Chief Whip. 
 
Mr M G E WILEY: Is the hon member prepared to take a question to explain 
what he means by black? [Interjections.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Sit down.  
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The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Hon member Magaxa, are you prepared to 
take a question?  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Later on. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: The answer is no.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: He can get me in the passage. Josia Gumede, Oliver Tambo, 
Joe Slovo, Lillian Ngoyi, Chris Hani and Nelson Mandela etcetera... 
[Interjections.] 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...in order to return... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Magaxa, just one second. Hon Joseph.  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: You talk about black Africans... 
[Interjection.]  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: Mr Deputy Speaker, the person opposite me, the hon member 
opposite me, makes such a lot of noise that I cannot hear what is being said in 
the House, please man.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Yes. Thank you for pointing that out. Hon Minister 
Fritz, I could not see you, but I suspect that he is referring to you. Please 
contain yourself.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: You must stop your pettiness. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Member Magaxa, you may continue. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Puppet behaviour. Nelson Mandela, etcetera, in order to 
return African dignity through African ownership and accessibility to land. They 
all understood that colonialism is a crime against humanity.  
 
Nelson Mandela and many of his comrades spent almost 30 years in prison in 
order to reclaim our land from white colonialists represented by both the 
National Party and the so-called Democratic Party, which until today remained 
representatives of white supremists, and interest. Hence, we cannot be 
surprised when the DA, which is a combination of National Party and DP, are 
vehemently opposing the resolution of the ANC to confiscate the land without 
compensation for the benefit of the poor black majority. They are continuing 
with their colonialist agenda to continue marginalisation and alienation of the 
indigenous black majority to the benefit of the rich white minority. [Interjections.]  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: And the Khoisan people, what 
about the Khoisan? [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! 
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Mr K E MAGAXA: Those thugs! Mr Deputy Speaker, since the Conference of 
Berlin, 1884, where the DAôs historical predecessors mapped out and 
institutionalised the colonisation of the African continent, the quest to regain 
land has been in the hearts and minds of the majority of our country. In South 
Africa the establishment of the Union of South Africa in 1910 and the 
subsequent passing of the Native Land Act of 1913 further entrenched this 
historic injustice after Berlin, of which hon member Schäfer, you are a great 
beneficiary. [Interjections.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes, yes.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: The Native Land Act promulgated in 1913, dispossessed the 
African people of their land and allocated only 7%, honourable... 
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Schäfer. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Schäfer, you know... [Interjection.]   
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Gooi kole!  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Throw coals!]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...only 7% of the arable landscape of South Africa to African 
people. It was to be the first piece of legislation, followed by many other 
apartheid laws that would lay the foundations of racial segregation in this 
country.  
  
In their fervent opposition to expropriation of land without compensation, it 
seems as if the DA suffers from serious selective amnesia in as far as our 
colonial legacy is concerned. This amnesia is fully in line with their equal 
opportunity liberal posture, which denies the continued impact the legacy of 
apartheid has on the lives of the majority of this country, including myself, but 
not Schäfer, hon Schäfer. [Interjections.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Daar is hy! 
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: There you go!] 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: The DA of P W Botha and Helen Suzman think they can 
blackmail the ANC and destroy its leadership to this country by deliberately 
misleading society that the ANC is responsible for land grab that is currently 
taking place in the province particularly. They do not tell the people that in 
actual fact 72% of the land in this province is in white hands and the black 
majority cannot continue squatting in their own country whilst the white minority 
lives comfortable lives at our expense and wishes to give our land back when 
they wish. [Interjections.]  
 
This party of apartheid and colonialism is failing to identify land and allocate 
people temporarily whilst they are still waiting for houses to be built despite 
claiming to have done an audit in this province a long time ago.  
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Since the 1994 democratic breakthrough the ANC-led Government has been 
very sensitive and careful in executing its policies at times at the expense of its 
own people's interests... [Interjection.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: That is for sure.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: It provided an opportunity to white South Africans who 
owned... [Interjection.]  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: ...its own people... 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...who owned this land that was stolen from the black majority 
to take their time and avail land for redistribution. How dare you think that we 
will buy the land you have stolen?  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes! 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: You know, the willing buyer willing seller policy adopted by 
the ANC Government to create mutual cooperation among... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order member, just one second. Hon Chief 
Whip. 
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Hulle is seer! Hulle is seer! 
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: They are hurting! They are hurting!] 
 
Mr M G E WILEY: Is the hon Leader of the Opposition saying that those hon 
title holders in this House are thieves? [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Dit is baie seer.  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: That hurts a lot.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: You may respond to that. I read it differently, but can I 
ask you... [Interjections.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Eina, eina!  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Ouch, ouch!]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! May I ask the member, you did not refer to a 
member in this House?  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Yes, thank you, Mr Deputy Speaker.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Is that correct?  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: You are correct in that [Inaudible.]  [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Thank you, you may continue. 
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Mr K E MAGAXA: That is the truth. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: You may continue.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: That is a fallacy what they are saying.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please continue. 
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Ja, dit is baie seer. Eina, eina! 
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Yes, it hurts a lot. Ouch, ouch!] 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: The willing buyer willing seller policy adopted by the African 
National Congress Government to create mutual cooperation amongst 
dispossessed and beneficiaries of colonialism could not improve accessibility of 
the black majority to the land. 
  
It is in that context that the ANC Nasrec Conference resolved to fast-track the 
program of land redistribution through expropriation of land without 
compensation. The ANC President who happened to be the country's President 
explained serious conditions that should be considered carefully in the process 
of executing that particular program. He assured the nation that whatever the 
Government does to implement the policy, it will do it within the confines of the 
rule of law and it will not affect the food production. Instead it should increase 
food production in our country.  It is only a person with no interest in the black 
majority like our hon member Schäfer, people like them, including that of this 
country, who would reject the statement presented by comrade Cyril 
Ramaphosa. 
  
The ANC as a liberation movement wishes to extend its gratitude to 
revolutionary peopleôs movements that have been consistent in putting the land 
question on the agenda of transformation of South Africa, from minority to the 
majority rule. From the Landless Peopleôs Movement to Abahlali baseMjondolo, 
from the miners at Marikana to the farmworkers in the Western Cape; 
extraordinary citizens who have been working in their communities to ensure 
that the quest for land remains paramount, because there is no liberation. There 
is no freedom without the ownership of land. [Interjections.] In fact, if you are 
against the expropriation of land without compensation... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...you are anti-freedom.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: You are anti-democracy. 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes, yes. 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed!  
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Mr K E MAGAXA: You want to enjoy freedom alone. You are very [Inaudible.] 
[Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: The ANC heard the cries of our people.  
 
An HON MEMBER: Speak to the Chair. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Mr Deputy Speaker, if we all believe that money stolen from 
the state-owned enterprise by the Guptas family who happened to be friends of 
our previous President...  [Interjections.]  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: Of the ANC.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...including the Premier... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: é including the Premier of this Province, Helen Zille... 
 
An HON MEMBER: No, Zuma!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...should be returned back by those, to the rightful owners of 
our people, then now it is a farce that the stolen land... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ... is not returned back to its rightful owners, who are the 
black majority. 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Why would you like the Guptas to return the money but you 
do not want our land to be returned... [Interjections.] 
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Because both our land was stolen, and the Guptas have 
stolen from the poor and we want those monies to be returned... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...as we want our land to be returned back. [Interjections.] 
[Applause.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: You failed.   
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[Cell phone in background: Song Michael Jackson: They donôt care about us.] 
[Interjections.]  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM (DA): Thank you very much, Mr Deputy Speaker. I do not know if you 
heard the words of that song, but if I think about a landless person in South 
Africa that person would think about the ANC and think about Michael Jackson 
and you know those words: ñThey donôt really care about us...ò [Applause.] Now 
Mr Deputy Speaker... [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: We do not care about the thief.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: You do not care. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: We do not care about the thief. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: I can assure you throughout this speech and the rest of the debate 
you think about the ANC and you think about the people out there, the ANC do 
not really care about us... [Interjections.]  
 
But Mr Deputy Speaker, let us put this whole debate into context. I think first of 
all this debate is in the context of a country that is looking for investment. It is in 
the context of a country that has junk status of SOEs that do not work. 
[Interjections.]  The South African Airways (SAA) with constant bailouts just 
short of bankruptcy.  
 
An HON MEMBER: The ANC. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: PRASA and Metrorail, specifically now the people of this country 
feel it, because it is not working. They do not care about us. [Interjections.] 
 
An HON MEMBER: Metro failed. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: From load-shedding potential coming now with Eskom, failures in 
the coal supply space... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Ja, we are not speaking about investment... 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Water Affairs and the bankruptcy of Water Affairs when we are 
sitting here with a one in 400 year drought. 
 
An HON MEMBER: What is the context? 
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The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: This context that we find ourselves in where we have got dams like 
Clanwilliam and Brandvlei that are put on hold that could equal thousands of 
hectares of land reform potential when we could not even achieve 1% growth 
last year, when poverty in our country is growing, when visas cannot be 
attained, and our President sits overseas and puts a formidable team together, 
a pride of lions - Trevor Manuel, Mcebisi Jonas, Jaco Maree and Phumzile 
Langeni. This is a formidable pride of lions to go out there and hunt this R1.2 
billion worth of investment that we are looking for so desperately in this country, 
but the problem with this debate is this debate was like sending that pride of 
lions to the dentist before they had to go out and hunt. Their teeth had been 
pulled out. It was giving them the Mugabe handbook to say now go and look for 
some investment. [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: That is what this debate does, but Mr Deputy Speaker... 
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: But do you have a speech? Where is your actual speech? 
[Interjections.]  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Mr Deputy Speaker, this is not only an agricultural debate and of 
course I stand here as part of Agriculture; this is a debate about assets in our 
country. This is a debate about home ownership which my colleague, Minister 
Madikizela is going to address, but I will just put one point on the table if you 
look at the document produced by the economist, Mr Schussler, and he shows 
that already in our country, of first-time home owners 56% are black and 33% 
are white. [Interjections.]  
 
If we release RDP homes right now with title deeds like we are doing in this 
province... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: All the provinces are doing that.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: ...we put another R2 billion worth of assets on the balance sheet of 
the people of this province. [Interjections.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: National is paying for that.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: National is paying for that. National is paying for that. 
[Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order! [Interjections.] Order members, Minister 
Winde.  Hon member Davids, hon member Magaxa!  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Do not talk nonsense here.  
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The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Magaxa, please! Minister Winde, you 
may continue.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Thank you very much. Mr Deputy Speaker, let us get to the 
agriculture component of this debate.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Get to your speech. 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Get to your speech. [Inaudible.]  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: How serious are the ANC about land reform, really, how serious are 
they? I believe they are not serious. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: We will tell you!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: I believe they are not serious one iota because they actually do not 
care about us. If we have a look at the budget aligned to land reform in this 
country, specifically after the Committee under the Deputy President that the 
hon member Schäfer referred to; let us have a look at what budget is available. 
Of the National Budget, land reform gets 0.4% and of that less than 0.1% is 
allocated to actual land reform. Of that less than 0.1% is allocated to actual land 
reform. They are not serious about land reform one iota.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: They failed.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: And guess what happens in the Land Reform Department, that 
budget that is supposed to be going to land reform, what do they spend it on? 
They have changed it to Agri-parks. They are not even putting it into land. They 
are putting it into Agri-parks. Now if I was them I would have stood up today and 
bragged about the success of the Agri-parks. [Interjections.] They cannot even 
brag about the success of the Agri-parks so they got failure upon failure. If we 
have a look at the reams and reams of documents on land reform it adds up to 
90% failure of land reform in all of the other provinces that the ANC runs, 90% 
failure.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: [Inaudible.] information in the Western Cape.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Then we have a look at the Auditor-General. The Auditor-General 
has just put out the 2017/18 stats that looks at land reform and less than 9% of 
land reform targets have been met. Again, absolute failure from the ANCôs part.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: [Inaudible.] to you maybe, 9%.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: They talk land. They talk land but they do not care about the people 
on the ground. They do not care about us - not one iota! [Interjections.]  
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This debate is actually the ANC being led by the nose by the EFF. Can you 
believe the ruling party of this country is being led by the nose by the EFF.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Is that your speech?  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: They do not care about land reform one iota. [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! [Interjection.]  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Even Thuli Madonsela... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order Minister, just one second. Hon member 
Davids, your last opportunity. You are going to miss your speaking turn at the 
pace you are going on now. Please contain yourself. You are the next speaker. 
Minister, please continue. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Even Thuli Madonsela agrees that it has been an absolutely tardy 
pace of land reform for the last 20 years, total failure of the ANC. Let us have a 
look at the National Development Plan and what the plan actually says that 
must happen. If you go to Professor Karaan he says we have to set up these 
Land Reform Committees that drive land reform in each region. It must be 
private-sector led.  
 
Guess what? The ANC set up those Land Reform Committees. The concept of 
District Land Reform Committees was introduced in 2014 to drive land reform 
within the context of the NDP. Most of these are non-functional due to the lack 
of budget, number one, again no commitment to land reform, no budget put in 
place and then guess what the Department does? They do not let the private 
sector lead it - people who understand farming... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: ...no ideology... 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: ...who are willing to share their knowledge, their mentorship in 
making a difference in land reform in this country. [Interjections.] No, they get 
totally sidelined and who do they bring in? They bring in their mates and their 
pals to head up those Committees. Not one of those Committees are 
performing in this province and guaranteed not one of those Committees are 
performing in any other province of this country.  So let us continue with what 
happens between this province and other provinces with regard to land reform. 
[Interjections.]  
 
This province is the only province in South Africa that audits land reform; if you 
cannot measure, how on earth can you manage? We have just heard, the 
Auditor-General says less than 9% of the projects have been enacted in the 
2017/18 financial year... [Interjection.]  
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Mr Q R DYANTYI: Sit down if that is your speech; if that is the only thing you 
are going to tell us, you should sit down. [Interjections.]  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Less than 9%. You should be hanging your heads in shame 
because of that. [Interjections.]   
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: If that is the only thing you are going to tell us... 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: In this province we get challenged by the National Department to 
say, ñLand reform is our responsibility.ò I agree. In the ones that we measured, 
in audit of the land reform projects in this province, who initiated that land 
transfer? It came from the National Department, but we in this province, in the 
last few years, have put more than R500 million in support of land reform. That 
is why we get a 62% success rate. [Applause.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: We support those black farmers on their farms.  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: One percent. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: We make sure that they are productive.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: One percent.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Where they fall short we support them. We then add to that. The 
private sector that I spoke about in those Committees, we add another 
R80 million to that, not from Provincial Government budget or from land reform 
budget. That other R80 million comes from the eleven commodity groups in this 
province, the private sector. 
 
They come on board as well for another R80 million per year support that they 
give to the National Departmentôs project, but of course the biggest problem of 
all is around land ownership, and I do not know how many times I have to bring 
this list of these farmers who have been promised land by that National 
Department to this House ... [Interjections.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: [Inaudible.] the way you treat our people. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: And every single time you read this list, lease expired, no lease, no 
lease - five, six, seven years in a row... [Interjections.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Ja.  
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The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: And that is a lease. We are not even talking about land ownership 
here, and of course, is the whole point of this debate not about land ownership?  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: You do not care about our people out there. You do not care about 
land ownership in this province. You do not care about land ownership in this 
country [Interjections.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: One percent. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: And you have proven so. [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!   
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: And now I hear the one percent, and thank you very much for the 
ANC for raising that one percent. Their Minister has just finished the land audit.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: It is your Minister as well. 
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: In the Western Cape we actually went in 1994 from nought percent, 
we are now sitting at 4.9% in this province; 4.9% in this province. This is the 
land audit, but let us actually have a look at land ownership and why is this land 
issue becoming such a big debate? Why are you being led by the nose by the 
EFF? Why are you not standing up proudly stating some of the successes of 
land ownership in this country? [Interjections.]  
 
KZN went in 1994 from 45.4% to 73.5%. The Free State went from 1.6% to 
7.9%, in North West from 34.5% to 45.3%; in Gauteng from nought percent 
39.1%; Mpumalanga from 10.6% to 39.7%; Limpopo from 38.6% to 52%. 
[Interjections.]  
 
Why are you not talking about that? Why are you not mentioning that in 
international markets? You are being led by the nose by a small minority party, 
a small minority party called the EFF... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: You do not have the guts to stand up. Should I say, you do not have 
the balls to actually stand up and tell people what is actually happening.  
[Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
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The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: You prefer to go to market with a Mugabe plan. [Interjections.] That 
is totally unacceptable to those individuals who have worked damn hard on that 
piece of land that they have ownership on already. We need to make sure that 
we put more energy into land ownership in this country but we do not need to 
make it a negative to bringing investment into our country. We do not need to 
continue with the debate like this where you are standing up defending the 
debate, which one would think that you were yourselves talking to the Mugabe 
handbook... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Minister, your time has expired.  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Thank you. [Applause.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: I see the hon member Davids.  
 
An HON MEMBER: Oh! Oh!  
 
ÀMe S W DAVIDS: Ja, lekker lag! [Tussenwerpsels.]  
[Ms S W DAVIDS: Yes, have a good laugh! [Interjections.]]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS (ANC): Thank you, Mr Deputy Speaker. It is not surprising that 
the MEC Winde is going on like Donald Trump about land reform, because he 
was the one that sold Tafelsig to the developers, Tafelberg to the developers. 
[Interjections.]  
 
It is also not surprising that hon member Schäfer brought this debate. One has 
to ask why not hon members Madikizela, Maseko, Mnqasela or even Kivedo? 
[Interjections.]  
 
Does member Schäfer understand or care about the suffering of the landless 
masses that live as pariahs in the land of their birth?  It is clear that the purpose 
of this debate is to protect minority privileges. [Interjections.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Listen, listen!  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: The DA is now posing as defender of the Constitution, 
denying the profoundly transformative mandate of the Constitution. Section 25 
of the Constitution does not make property rights absolute, but it prohibits the 
state from arbitrarily depriving anyone of property. So, we need to dispel the DA 
lies of ñswart gevaarò. The ANC is not going to chase white people into the sea 
or take people's property away from them. 
 
For years the DA that is now opposed to the accelerated land reform 
programme, claimed to be outperforming all other provinces on land reform.  
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Besides the Department of Rural Development and Land Reform rejecting 
these claims as baseless, we all know that it is a blue lie of Minister Winde. 
What the DA wants is further exploitation... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order! Order, just one second. Hon Chief 
Whip.  
 
Mr M G E WILEY: That was a direct imputation upon Minister Winde, to come 
and say it is a blue lie.  
 
An HON MEMBER: Ja, a blue lie.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: If the member said that, it is unparliamentary.  
 
Mr D G MITCHELL: She did say that.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: A blue lie, Chief, okay, I will just withdraw the name of 
Minister Winde, but the DA is telling a blue lie. Fine! 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Did you refer to a specific member in the House?  
 
Me S W DAVIDS: Yes, Winde... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Then you must withdraw the statement.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS:  I withdraw that, Mr Deputy Speaker.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Thank you.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: I will then say it is a blue lie of the DA. What the DA wants is 
further exploitation of farm workers through the share schemes. We are 
speaking about the share scheme, one in Drakenstein, the Paarl Road Share 
Scheme where the people are evicted.  
 
A big developer built houses there that is now costing R1,5 million. What 
happened to those farmworkers? They are in a blikkieskamp in Mbekweni.  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Yes. 
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Next to the station now, evicted from the land where they 
grew up, the land that they were working. Why are you not checking that the 
lands that they are using, that the soil is still good for agriculture but they are 
using it for big developers in Drakenstein.  [Interjections.] If you go to 
Drakenstein, the whole road up till Drakenstein Prison, you will see 
Boschenmeer, Paarl Valley and you will see Val de Vie. Where are those 
farmworkers? In a blikkieskamp. [Interjections.]  
 
What the DA wants is further exploitation of farm workers through the Share 
Scheme. In the Western Cape this model only benefited the skewed 
landownership to the detriment of farm workers who were robbed of their 
dividends and later evictions when the land is sold.  
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The spate of land evictions in the province gives a clear picture of how the 
Western Cape fails in land reform. Between January last year and February 
2018 this year in the City alone more than 6 600 shacks were demolished and 
families displaced. This is what the DA understands as land reform! Historically 
it has always been about taking land away from the majority, for the benefit of a 
minority. 
 
The resolutions of the ANC in its Nasrec Conference was clear to pursue with 
greater determination the programme of land reform and rural development as 
part of the programme of radical socio-economic transformation. Expropriation 
of land with or without compensation will take place as an instrument in the 
interest of achieving land redistribution, security of tenure and land restitution. 
This process will be legal as it will be guided by Sections 25 and 36 of the 
Constitution. 
 
The ANC will finalise the Expropriation Bill with criteria for when no 
compensation in the case of expropriation will be just and equitable. For 
instance unused land, derelict buildings, purely speculative land holding and 
also where occupants have strong historical rights, like District Six, and title 
holders do not occupy or use their land, such as labour tenancy, informal 
settlements and abandoned inner-city buildings. 
 
ÀDie MINISTER VAN MAATSKAPLIKE ONTWIKKELING: Al julle buddies 
[Onhoorbaar.]  
[The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT All your buddies [Inaudible.]]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: It is clear that the DA's opposition to expropriation of land is 
only to protect the unused pockets of land and derelict buildings inside the city 
which it reserves for big property developers. This fight is not about the rights of 
the people, hon member MEC Winde. It is for the rights of the big developersô 
interests. This is what this fight is about, Beverley, because for you and Winde it 
is only about investment, investment, investment against the humanity. 
Expropriation with or without compensation will be done in an orderly manner...  
[Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: ...to give dignity to the landless masses... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Member, order! Just finish off, your time has expired. 
Finish that last sentence.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Okay. It is also crucial as it will address the legacy of 
apartheid spatial planning where the majority were dumped in distant poverty 
traps like in Atlantis, Elsies River and Khayelitsha. I thank you. [Applause.] 
[Time expired.] 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS (DA): Thank you very much, 
Mr Deputy Speaker.  
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Let me thank hon member Schäfer for bringing this motion to the House so that 
we can set the record straight as the Democratic Alliance about our stance on 
this matter, but also tell the people of this province and the people of South 
Africa the real intention by the ANC and EFF for wanting to amend Section 25 
of our Constitution.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Do not worry, we will tell you about that. Speak about the 
DA. Do not worry about the ANC. The ANC can speak for itself.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order hon member Dyantyi. 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Mr Deputy Speaker, this debate 
comes just eight days before the 24th Freedom Day Commemoration on the 27th 
of April.  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Which the ANC brought... 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: I say commemoration and not 
celebration, because many people of our country have not yet tasted the 
freedom that we are talking about. 
 
Ms M N GILLION: You forgot. [Interjections.]  
 
 Ms S W DAVIDS: It is because of that freedom that you can sit there.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Mr Deputy Speaker, what was 
central to the struggle for freedom was economic emancipation and true land 
ownership. Now we do know about our history, hon member Magaxa ... 
[Interjections.]  
 
The key question here is what have we done about it? [Interjections.] What has 
the ANC done about that particular history that we are talking about? 
[Interjections.]  
 
We want to make it very clear here, Mr Deputy Speaker... [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: Joining one party after the other... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: We want to make it very clear 
here, Mr Deputy Speaker, that this Government... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: You are the most opportunistic under the sun. 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...is fully committed and 
supports... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Magaxa, allow the member to speak, 
please. Hon Premier?  
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The PREMIER: That was a direct imputation on the integrity of the hon 
Madikizela. [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! I did not hear, hon member Magaxa, what did 
you say?  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Sit down! [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: I said he joins all political parties for his own benefit...  
 
An HON MEMBER: Yes, yes! [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: [Inaudible.] ...under this democracy, that is why we have to 
appreciate democracy, it improved his life.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order member, please take your seat. You have 
made your point. [Interjections.]  Hon Premier.  
 
The PREMIER: The hon member Magaxa is misleading the House... 
[Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: No, no!  
 
The PREMIER: As he did before... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Sit down!  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Sit down!  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
The PREMIER: As he did before, he said that the hon Madikizela is the biggest 
opportunist there is. [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: He is.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Magaxa, take your seat.  
 
An HON MEMBER: But he is.  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: I will look at Hansard and if necessary I will come 
back to the House on that. 
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: He is. 
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Minister, you may continue.  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: ...you are an opportunist... [Interjection.]  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: I am not fazed by... 
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The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Hon member Magaxa. You are testing the Chair now.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: I am not fazed by this memberôs 
pettiness, hon member. [Interjections.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Pettiness - that is why you are chasing away [Inaudible.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: The truth hurts!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now we want to make it 
categorically clear, that this Government as my colleagues have said here, is 
fully committed to land reform both in terms of land restitution. Those people 
who were dispossessed of their land, they must get their land back or they must 
be compensated by the State for their land and we are also saying as this 
Government...  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Hon member Schäfer does not agree with you.  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Ja, that is your policy. 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Land redistribution must be fast-
tracked by the Government so that many of our people who are living in ghastly 
conditions in informal settlements are able to own land. Unfortunately this has 
not been the case under the ANC Government. [Interjections.] Due to the lack 
of political will, incompetence and corruption, as it was cited by the High Panel 
Report, which was chaired by the former President Kgalema Motlanthe. All 
these things have nothing to do with Section 25 of our Constitution, and let me 
tell you Mr Deputy Speaker, and tell the people of this province that amending 
Section 25 will not expedite land reform in South Africa.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Exactly, they do not get that.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: This motion to expropriate land 
without compensation is nothing but a populist posture by the EFF... 
[Interjections.]  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...hoping to increase its vote in 
2019. [Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: What is wrong with that?  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Not wanting to be outdone by the 
EFF the ANC hopes to hide its failures and its being opportunistic by supporting 
this motion. [Interjections.] The impact of this decision is already felt across the 
country because we have seen a number of land invasions already because 
many people are interpreting this motion as a licence to grab land. 
[Interjections.]  
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Ms S W DAVIDS: The ñswart gevaarò again. 
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: Under Dugmoreôs leadership. 
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: But Mr Deputy Speaker, let us 
look closely at this motion because I am worried that many people who are 
jumping up and down supporting this motion, some of them have not even read 
the motion itself.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Exactly!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now I want to confine myself to 
points 4 to 6, and I certainly hope that people read this motion. Point number 4 
of this motion is saying:  
 

ñWe further acknowledge that the current land reform has been fraught 
with difficulties since its inception in 1994...ò  

 
I wonder whose fault that is. [Interjections.]  
 

ñ...and that the pace of land reform has been slow with only 8% of land 
transferred to black people since then and that the recent land audit 
claims that black people own less than 2% of rural land and less than 7% 
of...ò 

 
Well the stats are wrong, but this is an admission by the ANC Government that 
it has failed our people.  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now the fifth point is that it 
recognises that the centre of the present crisis is Section 25. Now that could not 
be further from the truth. The property clause protects private property rights 
and requires the state to pay compensation when expropriating land in public 
interest for a public purpose. Now I must state it very clearly here - in fact, let us 
look at what Section 25 says, Mr Deputy Speaker.  
 
Now Section 25 says it merely protects the property rights from arbitrary state 
interference as the hon member said. Now deprivation that is not arbitrary is 
permissible, which means land can be expropriated for the public interest and 
public purpose. Thus compensation remains a requirement for expropriation but 
not a pre-requisite and therefore this ANC Government cannot hide behind this 
and say the reason why land reform is slow in South Africa is because of that. 
[Interjections.]  
 
Mr K E MAGAXA: You want us to buy the land but...  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now the issue that has been 
raised here of the willing selling willing buyer is not in the Constitution. It is the 
policy position that was taken by the ANC which has failed dismally and there 
are many reasons as stated in the High Panel Report why the policy has failed. 
[Interjections.]  
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Now what you are not telling us hon member Magaxa, through you Mr Deputy 
Speaker, you speak a lot about land that must be taken from the people who 
stole it. You do not even know which land you are going to expropriate. You do 
not even know who owns that land. You do not even know where that land is. 
[Interjections.] Now then you are posturing, that is my problem here... 
[Interjections.]  
 
Now the Department of Human Settlements in this province is not only building 
houses, because that should be the centre of our debate here, Mr Deputy 
Speaker. We are boasting as this country for having built more than four million 
houses over the last 24 years... [Interjection.]  
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...which is a good thing, by the 
way... [Interjection.]  
 
Ms S W DAVIDS: Not in this province.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: But what we should be talking 
about is what are those properties doing to make sure that the people of this 
country are liberated economically by using those properties, because what is 
not happening in other provinces, which is what is happening in this province, is 
that many people are settled into houses without any title deeds, which means 
they cannot participate in a very wealthy property market in South Africa... 
[Interjection.]  
 
The PREMIER: That is right.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...currently worth R6 trillion. Now 
that is what we should be talking about. We must not just build houses. We 
must make sure that people get title deeds so that they become part of this 
property market which is so wealthy in South Africa. Now since 2009, Mr 
Deputy Speaker, this Government under this Department has given 91 000 title 
deeds to people and this is very important, because it is a step to address the 
injustices of the past for those people who were dispossessed of their land.  
 
Now we must make it very clear, that as the DA the reasons why we are 
opposed to this motion, I have touched some of the reasons, it is our view and 
the views of many sober-minded South Africans... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: Is this whole clause not to be applied to you?  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...that Section 25 is not the 
problem when it comes to land reform in South Africa, but it is the Government, 
the ANC Governmentôs inability to implement it.  
 
As we said, we have been saying this. This was confirmed by the report which 
was chaired by Kgalema Motlanthe. This motion says ñall landò. Now that is 
another problem here that we have as the Democratic Alliance.  
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An HON MEMBER: All land.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: It says that ñall land must be 
expropriated and be kept by the state.ò  Now the question is, which state? The 
state that cannot even run a spaza shop, because if you look at all the state-
owned enterprises currently, they are all falling apart. Surely we cannot really 
task the state to administer the land reform and make sure that people are 
given land properly.  
 
Now this undermines the efforts to economically emancipate black people in 
particular by taking away the right to own property and subject them to state 
tenancy. What is even more worrying is that the current state as we have been 
saying, cannot be trusted, given all the shenanigans that are happening in the 
state-owned enterprises. My colleagues have said... [Interjection.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: You sell the land.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: My colleagues have said that if 
you look at the facts here in terms of the reports... [Interjections.]  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: Why did you sell Tafelberg... [Inaudible.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: If you look at the facts, Mr Deputy 
Speaker, because this is what we should be focusing on, if you look at the facts 
you look at the 90% failure rate nationally.  [Interjections.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: We will give you more facts just now.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now the question is why do you 
have this failure rate nationally, because it is true that many people... 
[Interjection.]  
 
Mr Q R DYANTYI: Just listen!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...almost 90% of the people who 
received land initially have sold that land back. The reason for that is because 
this is a box-ticking exercise for the ANC Government.  
 
Ms B A SCHÄFER: Hear-hear!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Those people were never 
supported with the required skills to make sure that that land becomes 
productive, but also they were not given the necessary financial assistance to 
make sure that that land becomes productive, which is something completely 
opposite to what we are doing in this province as we heard from Minister Winde, 
the amount of money that we are putting into the land reform so that those 
people become economically active.  Now, another problem that we have is that 
while we are talking about this issue of expropriating land without 
compensation, the current Government is even failing to deal with the land 
claims that are currently before that Department.

Mr D JOSEPH: Uh-huh, yes. 
 
The MINISTER OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT: They are useless!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: This was confirmed by the 
Minister, the former Minister Gugile Nkwinti when he was answering a question 
in Parliament, Mr Deputy Speaker... [Interjections.] ...where he admitted that 
actually there are more than 6 600 land claims that still remain unresolved and 
yet we are jumping the gun now. We want to expropriate land. We want the 
state to be the custodian of this land.  
 
Now over and above that there are 4 300 Government-owned farms that are yet 
to be distributed by Government to poor South Africans.  
 
ÀDie MINISTER VAN FINANSIES: Skande!  
[The MINISTER OF FINANCE: Disgrace!]  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now what is the Government 
doing about that?  
 
ÀDie MINISTER VAN FINANSIES: Skande!  
[The MINISTER OF FINANCE: Disgrace!]  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Mr Deputy Speaker, we have 
almost two million hectares of residential land that is owned by Government, 
which still remain unutilised. What is the Government doing about that? We 
have your Wingfield, we have your Youngsfield in this province, and we have 
been talking to the National Government to make sure that they release this 
land and they are not doing anything about it.  
 
Mr C M DUGMORE: That is the Premierôs fault.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: Now it is very, very important Mr 
Deputy Speaker. [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order!  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: ...that we must not play to the 
gallery about this particular... [Interjections.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order Minister, your time has expired but you can 
finish your last sentence.  
 
The MINISTER OF HUMAN SETTLEMENTS: No, the last point that I want to 
make is that we must heed the call and the advice of the current President of 
Zimbabwe. He is saying to us as South Africans: ñDo not do it.ò We must learn 
the lessons from that guy. Thank you very much, Mr Deputy Speaker. 
[Applause.] [Time expired.] 
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI: Gooi!  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Throw!]  
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ÀǊ AGBARE LID: Gooi kole!  
[An HON MEMBER: Throw coals!]  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH (EFF): The deprivation of the black majority of land ownership, 
economic development and restoration of our dignity, has continued for more 
than 366 years. It is definitely not doing justice to that criminal act. The Western 
Cape is notorious for land grabs by white people, they call it encroachment, a 
trend still ongoing in Stellenbosch, inter alia, and is supposed to take the land in 
restoring the dignity of our lighter-skinned Afrikaans  speaking Africans.  They 
were massively affected by the genocide towards their ancestors, extinguishing 
languages, cultural values and norms. A massive redevelopment programme 
has to be initiated and executed by Government to re-establish the lost identify. 
[Interjections.]  
 
The return of the land to the rightful owners will go a long way to bring back 
dignity to our once proud owners of property, livestock and individuals making a 
living from nature, until the white man came and regarded the inhabitants as 
sub-humans according to the Western standards. The EFF wants land to be 
returned to the people of South Africa.  [Interjections.]  
 
An HON MEMBER: Which one?  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: The EFF approach is that land should be transferred to the 
ownership and custodianship of state, which will administer and use land for 
sustainable development purpose.  
 
Mr D JOSEPH: Where is the owner?  
 
An HON MEMBER: Oh my word!  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: ...in line with the Freedom Charter and a new vision of 
agrarian revolution. [Interjections.]  
 
The state should also provide implements and related extension services to 
help those who work the land, to use it productively. Furthermore the stateôs 
procurement of food should prioritise small scale farmers so that small scale 
farming becomes a sustainable economic activity. [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order Minister. Member, just one second. 
Minister Winde?  
 
The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: Mr Deputy Speaker, I know that the member does not have a lot of 
time but would the member take a question?  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Is the member prepared to take a question? The 
member has 20 seconds left.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: After my input.  
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The MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND 
TOURISM: I just wanted to know if he owned his own home or... [Interjection.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order member, order. [Interjections.]  
 
Ms M N GILLION: Sit down!  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Member, you may proceed.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: May I ask, Mr Deputy Speaker, what is the time left now?  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Twenty seconds.  
 
An HON MEMBER: You have ten seconds left!  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: Once the state is in control and custodianship of all land, 
those who are currently using the land or intend using the land will apply for 
land-use licences, which should be granted only when there is a purpose for the 
land being applied for - a maximum of thirty years can be placed on all land 
leases applied by private co-operations and individuals, of the state... [Time 
expired.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Thank you member, your time has now really 
expired, with injury time included. Your time has expired.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: Can I finish the sentence?  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: I have given you extra time already.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: No man, this guy... [Laughter.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Order! Order, member Joseph.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: Can I finish the sentence?  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: I will be lenient. Please continue and finish quickly.  
 
Mr B D JOSEPH: Enkosi kakulu. [Thank you very  much.] The people of South 
Africa and Western Cape in particular want their land back. The DA must stop 
telling lies about food security, property rights, title deeds, disinvestments to the 
poor. Rather engage on how best we can expropriate land without 
compensation, to benefit every single South African. [Time expired.]  
 
The DEPUTY SPEAKER: Thank you member. That is now finished. The hon 
member Dyantyi now for his real speech. [Interjections.]  
 
ÀMnr Q R DYANTYI (ANC): Baie dankie mnr die Adjunkspeaker, voor ek 
vuurwarm kole ingooi... [Tussenwerpsel.]  
[Mr Q R DYANTYI: Thank you Mr Deputy Speaker, before I throw in hot coals...
