3. [14:16] The Deputy Speaker made a general announcement regarding the sitting of the 

Western Cape Provincial Parliament in accordance with Rule 1A of the Standing Rules 

pertaining to Members in remote attendance by electronic means. 
 

4. [14:18] The Chief Whip of the Majority Party (Ms W F Kaizer-Philander) moved without 

notice: That Questions without notice to the Premier stand over until next week.

11. Ms N D Nkondlo moved without notice: That the House notes and congratulates Clint 

Abrahams, a University of Cape Town (UCT) PhD candidate, architect and lecturer from 

Macassar, on winning a prestigious 2022 Social Responsiveness Award; notes that 

Abrahams is the Faculty of Engineering and the Built Environment’s (EBE) first recipient 

of this award; and notes that the award honours work that contributes to the country’s 

cultural, economic, political, scientific and social landscape, and cements community 

service into the university’s research, teaching and learning.

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12. Mr M K Sayed moved without notice: That the House notes with deep sadness the 

passing away of the ANC veteran and community leader, Comrade Themba Wilson 

Sidina, from Gugulethu; notes that he passed away on Sunday 30 July 2023 at the age of 

81 following a long period of illness; notes that Comrade Sidina was a towering political 

figure, not only in the life of the ANC in the province, but also as an unsung anti-

apartheid hero; notes that he was heavily involved in various civics, trade unions and 

sporting bodies, and actively recruited young people to join uMkhonto we Sizwe (MK) 

through his work in various sports clubs; notes that Comrade Sidina dedicated his life to 

the struggle for freedom and democracy; and extends condolences and sends a message 

of strength to his family, friends and comrades.

13. Mr M Kama moved without notice: That the House notes with deep sadness the passing 

away of Leon-Lee Andile Madolo (32) from Khayelitsha; and sends heartfelt 

condolences to the family and friends. 
 

Agreed to. 

14. Mr G Bosman moved without notice: That the House congratulates the five schools from 

the Western Cape who walked away as winners at the ATKV’s Applous school choir 

competition; congratulates the Pinedene Primary School from Ravensmead, Cape Town, 

for winning the Merrit category on 26 July; congratulates the Laerskool Eversdal in 

Durbanville, Cape Town, for winning the Merrit category on 27 July; congratulates the 

Laerskool Gene Louw in Durbanville, Cape Town, for winning the Prestige category on 

27 July; congratulates the Hoërskool De Kuilen in Kuils River, Cape Town, for winning 

the Merrit category on 28 July; congratulates the Hoërskool Stellenberg for winning the 

best performance of a school-written piece on 29 July; and notes that these schools 

performed extremely well and did a tremendous job in representing this province.6

ever win at a World Cup; sends its absolute best wishes to the team as they continue 

representing South Africa at the World Cup; notes that they have made us extremely 

proud; and notes that they did a tremendous job in uniting the nation and promoting hope.

16. Mr G Bosman moved without notice: That the House congratulates the Proteas women’s 

World Cup team for their stellar performance during the Netball World Cup; notes that 

they played tremendously and made all of us proud; notes especially their excellent 

performance against the Silver Ferns of New Zealand, who are the reigning champions; 

notes that they managed to secure a final second draw against them and will go down as 

one of the most famous World Cup matches to date; and notes that they did an excellent 

job in promoting pride and hope among South Africans.

17. Mr D America moved without notice: That the House congratulates the City of Cape 

Town for successfully budgeting R5,2 billion for the expansion of the MyCiti bus 

services; notes that this expansion will see communities like Khayelitsha, Mitchells Plain,

world-class MyCiti bus service and will service about 1,5 million people; notes that this  

plan will make great strides in creating an integrated mobility system in the City of Cape 

Town, despite the reluctance of the national government to devolve rail to capable 

municipalities; and also notes that this expansion is set to create an estimated 9 000 job 

opportunities in the metropolitan area’s south-east communities and an additional 1 008 

jobs will be created to operate these expanded services.

18. Ms L M Maseko moved without notice: That the House takes note of the Grassroots ECD 

Training Centre and the impact it has on women’s lives; notes that the Grassroots 

Educare Trust is a partner non-profit organisation (NPO) of the Department of 

Infrastructure’s Expanded Public Works Programme (EPWP); notes that, as the oldest 

early childhood development (ECD) facility in South Africa, the Grassroots Educare 

Trust manages and supports 200 unemployed young people and 160 parents through the 

EPWP; notes that the EPWP supports the ECD assistant project and the playground 

project; notes that the Department’s support ensures that the NPO can pay its 360 

participants a monthly stipend to facilitate the individual and children development 

programmes; notes that, through the ECD assistant project, the Grassroot Educare Trust 

assists the Western Cape Department of Education with the registration and re-

registration of ECD centres and partial-care facilities, with the majority of these being in 

rural areas; further notes that there are 2 200 facilities and 360 beneficiaries and a 

countless number of children that benefit from this programme; and notes that this 

partnership enables communities, through investment in social infrastructure and in the 

safety and wellbeing of our communities, to build a better future. 
  

Agreed to. 

19. Mr M K Sayed moved without notice: That the House expresses concerned over the Cape 

Town taxi strike’s severe consequences on the education sector, by leaving almost half a 

million learners, including matriculants, at such a critical time of the year without access 

to classes; notes that this disruption undermines educational stability during a crucial 

phase; urges collaborative action to address this crisis swiftly and to safeguard learning; 

and requests that protection be provided to all forms of learner transport. 

 Agreed to. 

20. Ms A Cassiem moved without notice: That the House takes notice that the country 

celebrated National Women’s Day yesterday; notes that the country also witnessed 

hundreds of domestic workers, made up of women, marching all the way to the Union 

Buildings in order to submit a memorandum to the President of the country against the 

violation of their rights; notes that it is sad that in this day and age that women in this 

sector still suffer from sexual abuse, from constant attacks by dogs and from being 

exploited without compensation at the hands of their employers; notes that the abuse of 

women remains entrenched in society with little and close to nothing being done about it; 

notes that the statistics concerning gender-based violence also continue to rise with each 

day passing and the dysfunctional policing system also exacerbates the matter as the 

majority of cases do not even make it to the prosecution desk as a result of incompetent 

and unwilling police personnel; and calls for a better society in which women can live 

freely and be afforded the right to enjoy the full set of their protected constitutional 

rights.

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21. Mr T M Klaas moved without notice: That the House notes and condemns the killing of 

five people in Mbekweni on Monday night in a mass shooting that claimed the lives of 

three males and two females with the youngest victims aged 12 and 14 respectively; calls 

on law enforcement to move with speed in getting to the root of this matter and to arrest 

all those who are responsible for this unfortunate incident; notes that we cannot live idle 

in a society where people are butchered daily in our townships; and notes that we, as a 

society, must also come together and assist law enforcement agencies whenever we 

possess knowledge of who is behind these acts. 
 

 Agreed to. 

22. Ms C A T Murray moved without notice: That the House notes that our most vulnerable 

communities are being held at ransom by the inconsiderate and reckless actions of a few 

and the provincial economy as a whole is being brought to a standstill; notes that while 

we have the right to protest, we do not have the right to damage property or endanger the 

lives of others; recognises the heroic efforts of the Western Cape Government and the 

City of Cape Town in trying to find an urgent and lawful resolution to the strike, and to 

bring an end to the related violence; further notes that these strikes do not just have an 

impact on the taxi industry, but also causes damages to both personal and private 

property, including critical infrastructure; notes that the strike action undermines both 

investor and tourism confidence, with the UK’s Foreign, Commonwealth and 

Development Office issuing a travel alert last Friday to British nationals who plan to visit 

Cape Town; notes that this has the potential to reverse the significant progress that we 

have seen in recovering and growing our tourism sector since the pandemic; and notes 

that action to impede access to the Cape Town International Airport is irresponsible and 

damages the reputation of Cape Town as an international tourism destination, thereby 

threatening the thousands of tourism-related jobs in the city and province. 
  

Agreed to. 
 

23. Mr G Bosman moved without notice: That the House notes the tragic death of LEAP 

Officer Zanikhaya Kwinana who was killed while carrying out his duties in Nyanga on 

Friday; notes that, while patrolling the area with two other officers, Officer Kwinana’s 

vehicle came under fire and was struck multiple times by bullets fired by unknown 

assailants; notes that, while the other two officers escaped with their lives, Officer 

Kwinana died of his injuries; notes that Officer Kwinana exemplified the courage and the 

devotion to duty of the Western Cape’s LEAP officers, and his loss continues to send 

shockwaves through the Western Cape; recognises that Officer Kwinana’s death was a 

horrific consequence of the lawlessness that we have seen over the last few days; and 

calls for the urgent apprehension and punishment of his killers. 
 

 Agreed to. 

24. Mr G Pretorius moved without notice: That the House notes the attacks on various 

facilities of the Department of Health and Wellness over the last week; notes that, in 

recent days, ambulances, hospitals and clinics have found themselves at the receiving end 

of looting and vandalism, and many patients have had to be relocated and transferred; 

notes that attacks on healthcare facilities and staff can never be justified and condemns 

those who have participated in or encouraged these attacks; and further notes the 

exemplary work of the Department of Health and Wellness in continuing to treat the 

people of the Western Cape in spite of large-scale disruptions and outright violence 

perpetrated against the Department’s facilities.
