Reply:
(a) Amounts surrendered by provincial departments revert to the Provincial Revenue Fund and become available for reallocation in that specific year or for other provincial future purposes. 
With regards to the intended use of the funds, it must be noted that all such information is publicly available, either in budget/adjusted budget documents, i.e. the Estimates of Provincial Revenue and Expenditure (EPRE) or Adjusted Estimates of Provincial Revenue and Expenditure (AEPRE) books, or in Appropriation Acts and Adjustments Appropriation Acts.

No funds were surrendered to the Provincial Revenue Fund (PRF) in the 2016/17 financial year.

In order to contribute to fiscal discipline, all underspending on CoE in the 2019/20 financial year automatically reverted to the Provincial Revenue Fund (PRF).  Departments surrendered CoE of R145.011 million and R140.208 million in other funds to the PRF.

(vii) 2020/21
2020 First Adjusted Budget:
Provincial government departments and public entities collectively identified baseline reductions of R1.278 billion in the 2020 First Adjusted Budget.  This created critical fiscal room to allocate funds to the frontline of the COVID-19 disaster response.  The baseline reductions consisted of savings related to operational changes resulting from the national lockdown including, but not limited to, reduced spending on travel & subsistence, communications, catering, consultants and certain other goods and services that came to a halt due to COVID-19 lockdown restrictions:

2020 Second Adjusted Budget
The revised allocation letter received from National Treasury for the second national adjustment budget included a reduction of R2 396.103 million for CoE, which was to reduce the growth of the Province’s wage bill.  This amount was intended to be offset by the non-implementation of the 2018 wage agreement (increases in salary payments to personnel).
The Province’s CoE budget was thus reduced by R1 857.377 million in 2020/21.
